Biographical Note:
Tony Cope (1937-2021) was a longtime resident, writer, teacher and supporter of the
Savannah, Georgia, community.

Edward Anthony “Tony” Cope was born to George Daffin Cope and Enid Graham Cope
on October 31, 1937 in Savannah, Georgia. He began his services to the community as a
teacher in the local high school system. To supplement his teaching career, he took a job
at the local radio station, WTOC-FM, in 1960 as an announcer. During his teaching
career, Cope was a baseball coach and school administrator, before founding and
becoming the director of the Oatland Island Educational Center. He worked with both
animals and children for eighteen years at this award-winning institution. Cope served on
several boards in the community, including three terms as President of the Savannah
Symphony, President of the Multiple Sclerosis Savannah Chapter, and President of Youth
Leadership Savannah. He was also a member of Leadership Georgia and Leadership
Savannah.

In the 1990s, Cope began to research and write books about Savannah and his life,
including:

On the Swing Shift: Building Liberty Ships in Savannah (Naval Institute Press:
Annapolis, Maryland, 2009).

The House on Gaston: A Savannah Childhood (The Abercorn Press: Savannah,
Georgia, 2013).

Stealing Stones (The Abercorn Press: Savannah, Georgia, 2015).

It’s Not That Lincoln: The Curious History of Savannah Street Names (The
Abercorn Press: Savannah, Georgia, 2016).

Hail to the Chief, Y all! Presidential Visits to Savannah, Georgia (The Abercorn
Press: Savannah, Georgia, 2017)

No Reservations: Savannah’s Forgotten Hotels (The Abercorn Press: Savannah,
Georgia, 2021)

In 1995, when Cope retired from the Oatland Island Educational Center, he moved to
County Cork, Ireland with his wife Ellen. While in Ireland, Cope co-wrote and starred in
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three plays, including a biographical play about Savannah singer-songwriter Johnny
Mercer called Moon River: A Reflection. Cope passed away in Ireland from a long battle
with cancer on October 8, 2021.

Scope & Content:

The Tony Cope World War Il Liberty Ships research collection focuses on the collected
research files created by Cope for his book On the Swing Shift: Building Liberty Ships in
Savannah (Naval Institute Press: Annapolis, Maryland, 2009.) The research focuses on
the Southeastern Shipbuilding Corporation that was based in Savannah in the 1940s and
built Liberty ships for the World War |1 effort. The collection includes over 500
photographs, both original and reproductions, negatives, slides, ship research files, and
audiocassette tapes taken and collected by Cope for his book. The Publication Image
Files are photographs arranged by Cope while preparing his book. The slides are
reproductions of most of these publication images. The Ship Research Files are folders of
various notes, news clippings, correspondence, and photographs (originals and
reproductions) about specific Liberty ships. The audiocassette tapes contain a reproduced
recording of a radio program broadcast from WFIL Philadelphia radio station of the
launching of the Liberty ship S. S. William L. McLean in 1944, as well as 51
microcassette tapes of interviews conducted by Cope with shipyard workers, engineers,
sailors, and other men and women who had first-hand accounts regarding the Liberty
ships.

Items of note in this collection include handwritten personal letters from individuals Cope
corresponded with and interviews that provide a unique look into the way of life at the
shipyards and on Liberty ships.

System of Arrangement & Ordering:

The Tony Cope World War Il Liberty Ships research collection is arranged into research
categories created by Tony Cope. The Publication Image Files are arranged
alphabetically by subject and the Ship Research Files are arranged numerically by the
ship’s hull number. The slides and cassette tapes are separated out by format. The slides
and full size audiocassettes retain Cope’s original order, while the microcassette tapes are
arranged alphabetically by the interviewee’s last name.

Conditions Governing Access:

Physical access to the collection is available with a scheduled research appointment.
Researchers should contact the Municipal Archives 24 to 48 hours before their
anticipated visit date. The audiocassette and microcassette tapes are available for
playback with the Municipal Archives’ equipment. Researchers must bring their own
headphones. The tapes are digitized and can be listened to only in the Archives. Access to
the original cassette tapes exhibiting severe preservation issues will be made available at
the discretion of Municipal Archives staff.
