These tabby ruins are remnants of the fortitied house
built by Noble Jones ca. 1739-1744. During the early
years of the colony it served as a strategic outpost
against Spanish invasion on the southern approach
to Savannah. At the same time, it housed the Jones
family at Wormsloe, before being abandoned in the
1820's.

It
contains the tabbie ruins of fort used against
Indians in early days and has been owned by
same family through seven generations. Famous
for its azaleas, camellias and native shrubs.
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Wormsloe Gardens, famous plantation estate
nine miles south of Savannah, originally
granted by George II to Noble Jones and
handed down through seven generations. Gar-
dens contain thousands of azaleas and hun-
dreds of camellias.
