Sub Series 2, (Photograph} Albums

These photographs were placed into photograph albums probably sometime in the
1990s. The archivist removed the photographs from the album pages for preservation
reasons, however, the pages were photocopied before the photographs were removed.
Because they were consolidated into this album from at least 2 different sources, it is
unlikely that they are in original order.

Album 1 (33 black and white photographs, circa 1948-1951)

Photographs include images of laying the pipes to the filtration plant and the completed
pipeline, the filtration plant under construction and newly completed, and a group
photograph of the attendees to 1951 Georgia Water and Sewage School.

Many of the pipeline construction photographs were taken by Bill Gaffney on 16 July
1948. Gaffney’s photographs have identification written on the backs; however several
of the photographs have an unidentified bit of information—"Hopkins,” “Godley,”
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“Heater?” or “Hester?.” It is possible that these refer to land tracts; there was a Godley
iract.

In Folder 2, there are six photographs of plant equipment. These photographs were cut
out from a scrapbook page and have partial newspaper articles on the backs. (Note:
These articles/photographs do not match the cut pages 27-28, of the scrapbook in
Series 022.) The photographs were photocopied to show how they would have been
pasted on a scrapbook page according to the articles. The side with the newspaper
articles was also photocopied. These photocopies can be found in Folder 3.

Sub-Series 4, Construction/Repair Work

These color photographs illustrate work on the pipeline to repair a leak. The
photographs appear to document the project from beginning to end. Because the
photographs were not in any kind of order, order was imposed by the archivist.
Additionally, because the photographs are not labeled and there is no description of the
work, the archivist tried to put the photographs in a logical sequence. The photographs
were sorted into groups by project phases or descriptions of the work. However, many
photographs may overlap other categories. These photographs are not dated, but are
probably circa 1980-1990s.
